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1. Elijah was a prophet of God. (True.) 

2. God sent Elijah to see King David. (False—King Ahab.)

3. King Ahab only worshiped the one true God. (False—the false god named Baal.) 

4. Jezebel was the name of King Ahab’s wife. (True.)

5. Elijah told Ahab there would be a flood that would last for years. (False - drought.) 

6. God told Elijah to hide in a cave until He said to come out. (False—by a brook.)

7. God said that the water was not safe to drink. (False – He told him to drink from the brook.)

8. God commanded eagles to bring Elijah food. (False—ravens.) 

9. The food the ravens brought to Elijah was bread and meat. (True.) 

10. In Zarephath, Elijah asked the widow for a cup of coffee. (False—a cup of water.) 

11. Elijah then asked the widow for a sandwich. (False—a bite of bread.)

12. The widow told Elijah she only had enough flour and oil to make one last meal for her family. (True.)

13. Elijah told her not to be afraid; there would always be flour and oil in her containers until he was done 
eating. (False—until God sent rain again and the crops grew.) 

14. The widow was afraid and would not feed Elijah. (False—she did what he asked.)

15. There was always flour and oil just as the Lord had promised through Elijah. (True.) 

16. The widow’s son became sick but then got well again on his own. (False—he died.)

17. Elijah carried the boy to his room and prayed for him. (True.)

18. God heard Elijah’s prayer and brought the boy back to life. (True.)

19. The widow said she now believed that Elijah was a man of Baal. (False—a man of God.)       
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
