Can you guess what our last enemy is? Read I Corinthians 15:26. 

Death may take our loved ones away from us, but the good news 
is that Jesus can take our loved ones away from death so we can 
see them again in heaven someday. 

Have you ever had trouble understanding why something bad 
happened? Do you think God can use even the hardest, saddest 
things for His purposes? Read Romans 8:28.

Despite everything that Job experienced, he remained faithful  
to God. Do you remember what Job said about the Lord?  
Read Job 19:25-27.

Who is our Redeemer, saving us from sin and death?  
Read John 3:16-17.

Jesus promises that even in the midst of problems, we can have 
peace—and He tells us who will win in the end. 

Can you guess who that is? Read John 16:33.
