Do you know which command has a special promise?

Read Ephesians 6:2-3.

When Jesus was asked which commandment was most
important, can you guess what He answered?
Read Matthew 22:37-40.

PRAY Heavenly Father, I’'m so glad You love me and know
what is best for my life. When | am tempted to do what is
wrong, help me remember to follow Your ways. Amen.
