Read Psalm 103:3. 

Did the king of Israel have faith in God’s power to heal?  
Read 2 Kings 5:6-7.

What changed Naaman’s mind about obeying Elisha’s 
instructions? Read 2 Kings 5:13. 

At the end of the video, who do you think Joy decided should 
serve at the food pantry? How did her attitude change?

Until modern times, there was no cure for leprosy. Can you think 
of someone in the Bible who healed every disease, including 
leprosy? Read Luke 17:11-14.

Jesus is the Son of God; yet how did He act when He came to 
earth?
