Read Matthew 3:13-17.

What message did Jesus send John? Read Matthew 11:4-5.

Why was John filled with joy even though he was in prison?  
Read John 3:28-29. 

Jesus also faced a big decision about whether to do God’s  
will, even though it meant a painful death. How did Jesus die?  
Read Luke 23:33-34. 

Do you know what Jesus told His Father in heaven the night 
before He died? Read Luke 22:42. 

Because Jesus unselfishly obeyed God, we receive many 
wonderful blessings. Can you name some of them?  
Read Romans 10:9 and 1 Peter 2:24.
